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MORIARTY —The City Council held public meetings in August
to prioritize and approve an Infrastructure Capital Improvement
Plan for fiscal year 2008-09. An ad requesting public comment
garnered only one request regarding funding for a community
swimming pool. Two of the top five capital improvement
funding requests on the city’s ICIP are: (1) $1.446 million to
plan, design and construct waste-water plant improvements
to accommodate rapid growth in the area, with plans to ask for a
total of $7.302 million over the five-year ICIP; and (2) $450,000
for Phase II of water system improvements to include drilling
a new well and obtaining additional water rights, with plans to
ask for a total of $5 million over the five-year ICIP.

SANTA FE — Projects selected from proposals submitted
from entities across the state will share in the $2.35 million in
state funding will be available to restore and improve some
of New Mexico’s waterways. The New Mexico Environment
Department and other agencies reviewed the proposals to
determine which ones would show tangible results and water
quality improvements. This is the first time the state has made
such a large investment in river ecosystem health. Projects
receiving this funding include restoring the natural flood plain
of the Pecos River at Bitter Lake Wildlife Refuge, restoration
of the Santa Clara Creek, conservation of the Gila River
flood plain, and establishing riparian habitat and diversity flow
conditions in the Elephant Butte Irrigation District. Other
waterways to benefit from the funding include the Rio Puerco,
Canadian River, Mora River, Rio San Jose, Cloverdale
Creek, Rio de los Pinos, Bottomless Lakes and Galisteo
Creek.

PICURIS PUEBLO - In a hard decision and after considering
many options, the pueblo council decided to shut off water to11
of 68 homes that had not been paying their water bills. Pueblo
Sheriff Anthony Knitter said all the pueblo members were told
that those on fixed incomes could negotiate a payment plan.
“We’ve put out announcements and we circulate a monthly
newsletter,” Acting Governor Craig Quenchello, Jr. said. “It’s
been at least six months that we’ve been telling people. It had
to be done.” The tribe does not charge for water, but charges
$8 a month for water service and $8 for sewer to maintain the
systems. The pueblo has received grants from a number of
federal programs to help install water lines and provide water
to the houses. “In order to be compliant with those programs we
have to show that we are self-sustaining,” Quenchello said.

RUIDOSO - The state Department of Game and Fish has
suspended stocking rainbow trout at Grindstone Lake
while Ruidoso treats the lake with copper sulfate to control
the algae. During the summer, the state agency usually stocks
Grindstone Lake every couple of weeks with catchable-
size rainbow trout, but rainbow trout are sensitive to copper.
Stockings usually are scheduled around the copper sulfate
treatments to avoid harming the fish, but this year’s warm
weather resulted in the lake being treated almost weekly to
control algae blooms.

RIO RANCHO - Sandoval County’s $2 million bet appears
to have paid off when the exploratory well in the Rio Puerco
basin hit water at about 3,770 feet down. The potential is
estimated to be around 50,000 acre feet of water per year
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for 100 years. The next steps are to establish exactly what
kind of water the county is working with and how much of it
there is.  Initial test results, which are subject to change after
more thorough testing, show the water to be compatible with
desalination technology. The water underneath the Rio Puerco
is deep enough underground and diluted enough that the Office
of the State Engineer does not have strong jurisdiction over it,
and the county can claim it as its own. Sandoval County will
continue to test the water and take steps to allow its eventual
distribution.

SANTA FE — Mayor David Coss would like to see Santa Fe
residents kick the bottled water habit and said it won’t be
served at future City Hall meetings. Coss said, “Our tap water
is great.” He’s so confident about the quality of Santa Fe’s water
that he plans to enter it in US Conference of Mayors national
tap water competition next year. The water comes from
reservoirs that trap the Santa Fe River, the city well field and the
Buckman well field. Critics allege bottled water consumption
creates damaging plastic waste, uses high levels of energy and
erodes public confidence in tap water. [Even the comic strips

SANTA FE — A New Mexico District Judge Daniel A. Sanchez
judge heard arguments challenging the constitutionality of
a state law that gives acequia associations power to stop
members from transferring their water rights. This is the
first time anyone has challenged a 2003 state law that gives
acequia associations the right to deny water-transfer requests.
An acequia association, as long as it has by-laws, can deny
the request if it can show the ditch system would be harmed.
The suits were filed by Espafiola businessman Richard Cook
against La Acequia del Gavilan near Ojo Caliente and its
three commissioners and by Pefia Blanca Partnership against
the San Jose de Hernandez Community Ditch in the village of
Hernandez.

SANTO DOMINGO PUEBLO - An Interagency Agreement
(IAG) with the Department of Health and Human Services
Agency recently awarded $619,000 to the Santo Domingo
Pueblo to improve drinking water quality for the Pueblo.
Albuquerque Area Indian Health Service Office (IHS), a
division of DHHS, will administer the IAG funds to perform
the necessary drinking water infrastructure improvements on
Santo Domingo tribal lands that serve the tribal population.

VADO - Roosevelt Boyer, who heads up the community water
district in Vado, has notified the nearly 500 residents that their
water is being tested for lead and copper. Boyer said he failed
to test the water for those contaminants in 2006 because he was
waiting to be notified by the EPA. According to the letter sent
to residents, the water samples taken in 2005 did not meet the
water quality standards set by the EPA. High levels can seep
into the drinking water supply from fertilizers, through septic
systems or from feed lots. Copper poisoning can also come
from corroded copper pipes, which is by far the greatest cause,
according to the US Centers for Disease Control and Prevention.
Many of the homes in Vado fit that criteria, Boyer said. Some
of the immediate symptoms of high copper exposure include
nausea, vomiting, stomach cramps and diarrhea.

Also, look for these common meth lab materials and wastes/trash.

*  New insulated coolers

e Plastic tubing

*  Glass containers

*  Propane tanks (usually spray painted or showing signs of burning with bent or tampered valves)

e Bottles of camp stove fuel (naphtha)

*  Empty pill bottles or blister packs for medications containing ephedrine or pseudoephedrine such as Sudafed,
Revive and Mini-thins

*  Empty cans of toluene, rubbing or wood grain alcohol, paint thinner, muriatic acid and/or anhydrous ammonia

*  Ammonia

e Starter fluid

e Coffee filters with red staining

e Funnels

*  Rock or table salt

*  Hydrogen peroxide

e Lithium batteries

*  Empty duct tape rolls

Keep in mind that any wastewater treatment facility accepting “septage” from an individual sewage disposal
system hauler may be unknowingly accepting waste from an illegal meth lab. The common types of illegal drug lab
wastes that might be expected in septage dumped to your plant or in your plant influent include solvents, petroleum
distillates, corrosives and mixtures with residual ephedrine, methamphetamine, iodine or red phosphorus. Some signs that
you may have a meth lab disposal problem at your treatment facility include visual observations of unusual colors or
odors associated with a septage load or your influent, and if your plant becomes upset (either stressed or die-off of
beneficial organisms) following your observations of unusual wastewater coming into your plant.

Anytime you as an operator suspect the presence of hazardous substances in your treatment plant influent, you should
very carefully obtain a sample using all safety precautions and following proper chain-of-custody procedures. You should
have the ability to test for pH on-site either with a meter or with pH test strips. A source of information about what to
look for might be your local fire department Haz-Mat team. If you believe you may have a problem, contact your state
and local law enforcement agencies as well as the New Mexico Environment Department to provide technical support and
assistance.

EPA has a guide to help wastewater operators detect and respond to contaminated wastewater containing chemical,
biological and radiological substances. Information about specific contaminants can be obtained by registering to use the
EPA Water Contamination Information Tool (WCIT). Utilities can gain access by going to www.epa.gov/wcit.
